Suggested uses for this series include new convert
classes, growth groups, individual and group Bible
studies, and personal pilgrimage. Each book serves
as a reference manual and guide book on the journey
of faith.

These books may be used individually or in series.
Persons can use them for guidance in particular
areas of their spiritual lives that need more focus;
they can be used as alternatives for the adult Sunday
school class; or they can be used as a series guiding
a new convert from first things to growth in dealing
with temptations to a better understanding of the
Church of God. Whatever the use, they are designed
for active rather than passive learning. As you work
with the book, please keep the following in mind:

1. Use this book with your Bible in hand, along with
pencil and paper.

2. Complete the Bible study included at the beginning
of each chapter by reading the appropriate scripture
and completing each question.

3. Use the spaces and questions provided to reflect
on your personal pilgrimage as the Bible, the Holy
Spirit, and the text engage you in new growth, new
understanding, and new direction.



4. Pray that God will direct you as you search for
guidance in the Bible.

5. Ask another person to include your pilgrimage
on their prayer list, lifting you up before God on a
regular and consistent basis.
